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Why Project Hope?  
 
The Question has come up this year, òWhy are we doing    

Project Hope?ó Letõs face it, Project Hope is expensive and 

time consuming. Giving to others in this way, especially so 

soon after Trunk or Treat, is over and beyond what other 
churches are doing in Apple Valley. I think this is a great    

question because if we donõt have a good answer, resentment 

and bitterness can take over our hearts. 

First, let me give you a little bit of history. It all started in 2005. I wanted us to do 

something for Christmas beyond our normal activities: Christmas Sermons, a Christ-
mas Performance, and Christmas Eve Service. So, around the dinner table one evening 

NHCC staff helped me develop an idea we called ò25 Days of Christmas.ó  I challenged 

everyone to find people during the Christmas Season that 

needed to know they were loved, or to meet a special 

need. The point was to take our focus off ourselves and put 
it on others. The guidelines for 25 Days were simple: to Give 

anonymously, graciously, and personally, and in such a way that 

we meet a need or offer a caring touch to someone elseõs life in 

the name of Jesus Christ. I also asked that everyone that par-
ticipated in 25 Days, send me an email ð Your Story ð about their experience of giving. 

On the Sunday after Christmas, I òunwrapped your giftsó by reading your stories as my 

sermon for that day. The stories were amazing for their creativity, sacrifice, and true 

acts of love. 25 Days of Christmas became our Christmas tradition. 

Move forward 7 years. ò25 Days of Christmasó was losing its specialness and its chal-
lenge for us as a body. At the same time, we were re-thinking our tradition of doing a 

Christmas musical/performance. Our community mailout brought maybe a 100-people 

attending each performance. And we were looking for a way to reach more people in 

our community ð in a BIG WAY. As a staff, we began discussing impossible dreams. 
Could we combine the specialness of meeting the needs of our community and their 

need to hear the Gospel of Jesus Christ? What would that look like? Could we do the 

impossible by giving beyond anything that we had ever done before? Would the 

Church go for it? Would God bless it? 

So, in September 2012 we approached you with the idea of Project Hope and you said, 
òYes!ó We had no idea what we were getting in to. We had totally underestimated the 

response and the need in the community. The first night of Project Hope was for us as 

a body to be blessed by our Worship Team and the Gospel presentation. That first 

year was the story of a runaway girl and her restoration with her family and discover-

ing Godõs love.  Jenny Bussee made dessert for everyone. 

Saturday night, somewhere around 350 people showed up for food baskets. We only 

had about 80 baskets. I was having to choose who would get a basket and who would-

nõt. It was horrible. It was breaking my heart. I finally said to the rest of the people to

                               Overreact Much? 
 

Parents! Donôt make the critical mistake of exploding on your teens all of 

the time. This is a quick way to establish huge walls with them. While 

sometimes they certainly do things that warrant a good old freak out, under normal                         

circumstances they should be few and far between. Here are some guiding principles that I 

pray will guide you in the future; nudge often, coach sometimes, explode rarely. 

 

**Nudge Often: Your teens need nudging more than anything. A nudge can be            

recognition of something or someone good ï literally a little kick under the table or slight 

elbow to increase attention. Theyôre about to take a big leap of faith, give them a little 

nudge. See an example of a good friend or a particularly bad friend? Help them see it more 

clearly with a little nudge. Effective parents have scores of moments like this throughout the 

week. These are beautiful, simple moments that make a huge difference!  

 

**Coach Sometimes: hereôs nothing better than a great coaching moment ï these are 

longer interactions than the quick nudge, where you unpack the behavior that was                       

unacceptable or identify something that was noticed. You coach them to get their home-

work in even though theyôll get zero points because it builds good will with the teacher. You 

push them to stick out the cross-country season because it teaches them to finish what 

they start. These types of interactions happen weekly, but be careful they donôt happen too 

frequently or they could easily degrade into lectures and stump speeches. 

 

**Explode Rarely: Often times the ñgo toò reaction of parents, a fiercely passionate parent 

has its place, but needs to be used rarely to remain effective and not characterize the                    

parental style. Our goal should be that our student feels the urgency of the situation without 

a full on verbal brawl, but if it has to 

come to that é go there. These are              

reserved moments, that must happen 

rarely, saved for those life-altering                     

trajectory moments that deserve it. 

 

Take a few minutes and think about        

YOUR default reaction. Do you notice 

those little moments, words or details 

and nudge often? When there needs to 

be a little more push, do you coach well? 

What consequences has the explosion 

caused in your family?

Insider Tip: Your teen wants to 

be known, understood and 

validated.

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write their names on a family sharing card and bring it to me. I wrote òI owe youó 

on every card. I told them if they would come back the next night and bring that 

card, I would have a food basket for them. On Sunday morning, we talked about 

the shortage and what we needed. We collected enough money to cover what we 

needed and then sent member shopping to make baskets for the IOUõs.   

Altogether, I think we made a total of 100-110 food baskets that year. God 

was amazing in His Grace. You were amazing in your sacrifice. 

Sunday night of Project Hope was for toys. Fortunately, we had collected a 
lot of toys and we learned from the previous night. We gave out tickets in 

the same number as available toys, so everyone who came in would know if 

we had enough toys for them. But we ran into the problem of not being able to match up age appropriate toys for 

each child. Again, when the performance started it was standing room only throughout the church.  

We were also not prepared for the Spiritual Response of those who attended the presentation to the Gospel of Jesus 

Christ. Each night we had 20-30 adults and students and another 10-15 children come forward during the altar call on 

both Saturday and Sunday nights. We didnõt have enough counselors, Bibles or tracts. We didnõt have a workable way 

to follow up all those people. We really underestimated the power and the grace of God.  

Every year for the last 6 years, we have sought to do Project Hope better than the year before. We know what to 
expect now and we have learned to handle the crowds and o streamline the distribution of food and toys. But now 

we have a potentially new problem. 

Somehow, this year there seems to be some wavering.  I think in part, that the problem has been that we have        

assumed that everyone knows why we have been doing Project Hope. As we have added new people, perhaps I have 

not done as well as I can in helping us keep the vision of Project Hope before us. Which is why I have taken time to 

write this article.  

I know we are better than this. I know you care about 

our community. But I cannot ignore the whispers, the 

challenging questions of òwhy,ó or the struggle this year 

to give beyond ourselves, yet again.  

Ok, letõs be up front and look at the question, WHY
