pick up our Project Hope Missions effort in November with less stress and 

strain emotionally and financially.  

Our Goal, instead of donating candy is to raise $4,000.00 over the next 2 
months to cover our candy expenses. Yes, that’s how much candy is needed. 

Giving for Trunk or Treat needs to be above and beyond your normal giving to the 

Church or it will cripple the other ministries of the Church for the Summer. Contrib-
uting to this ministry can be accomplished in two ways. First, you can use one 

of the blue envelopes during Sunday Morning Worship – make sure you write 
“Trunk or Treat” on it so we know that this is a special offering and don’t con-

fuse it with our General offering. You can also do E-giving through our Church 
app or Website. When you complete the E-giving 

form, make sure to select the “Trunk or Treat” 

Fund on the bottom of the App. This way we will 
know how you want us to use your gift. If you have 

any questions about how to set up an E-giving ac-

count give us a call and we will walk you through it. 

Another benefit of raising the money for Trunk or 

Treat early is that this will enable to buy candy in 
bulk which should reduce the costs. We will talk 

more about this offering during Worship and up-
date you over the next two months on our pro-

gress.

ReSet Hope for Haiti 

 
Around this time last year God spoke to me and pointed out that fear 
was ruling practically every choice I made. It got me thinking what it 
would look like if I spent the next year facing these fears head on with 

Jesus, a mission trip to Haiti is what resulted. The first mission trip New Hope has ever 
taken on, and the students of ReSet would lead the way. After months of prayer and train-
ing, 4 amazing students chose to obey Jesus and go.  

  
From the minute we left the church for the airport until we parted ways after our trip, all 
four of these students spent their time encouraging and ministering to others. From mem-
bers of our team (myself included) to the students of Lespri and surrounding communities, 
they  have served boldly in the name of Jesus and have been a tremendous blessing to all! 

  
Upon arriving at Lespri the students were fully immersed in our mission; creating games, 
and fun activities to engage the children, diving into building projects, and rehearsing 
skits they had created. They never complained, were always eager to help, and showed 
faith in Jesus that rivals most adults.  You should be proud of them!  
 
One of the main differences in culture I noticed during my time in Haiti was that the                 
people there prioritize very differently than we do. Here we rank career and social stand-
ing as measures of success. In Haiti their entire existence revolves around people. Hmmm, 
this reminds me of a very special savior we all know. I have never felt closer to Jesus than 
I did surrounded by a group of children I didnõt know who were eager to love on me. I 
want to continue to give that love away. And Iõm not alone in that. 
  
Every member of the mission team has expressed interest in returning to Haiti. I am so 
delighted to hear the encouragements from all of you and how this trip has inspired you to 
be more intentional in your efforts to reach outside of the church building itself and love 
people. I am overjoyed that this trip that began with me facing fears, has turned into a 
new purpose that can not only be seen but felt.  

  
If God calls you to complete something, He will equip you to do so. However crazy it may 
be, take a chance on Jesus and see how He will transform it into a chain reaction of               
obedience that will change the world.
